
4123-3-24 Fee controversies. 
 
When a controversy exists between a party and the party's representative concerning fees 
for services rendered in industrial claims, either the party or the representative may make 
a written request to the commission to resolve the dispute. Such request must be 
completed and filed in accordance with the rules of the industrial commission, the matter 
being within the exclusive jurisdiction of the industrial commission. Any such request, if 
filed with the bureau, shall be referred, forthwith, to the industrial commission for further 
consideration.  
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
